THE TEST
Using the materials provided, cut out and make the RIGHT HALF of a child’s blouse to show the following processes:-
a) Cutting out.

b) Making of double pointed dart.

c) Making of shoulder seam using double stitched seam.

d) Joining of the frill to front bodice using overlaid seam neaten with loop stitches.
(13mks)

e) Making of the side seam using unneatened open seam.

f) Preparation of the sleeve include:

(i) Open seam.

(ii) Hemming the lower sleeve half way.

g) Attaching of the sleeve. Do not neaten the seam.

h) Joining of front and back facing.

i) Attaching the facing to finish the neckline and neatening the free edge.
