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· This was the first mechanized war ever fought in history of mankind
· It involved almost all countries of the world e.g. from Asia, Africa, Europe etc
· It was fought in the land, water and on air
· Major European countries that were involved include:

CAUSES OF THE FIRST WORLD WAR
The following were the causes
1. System of alliances
2. European impenalism 
3. France – Prussian war 
4. European nationalism 
5. Arms  rise in Europe between 1900-1914
6. Nationalism in Balkory region 
7. The 1st and 2nd Morocco crisis
8. The Sarajevo assignation
1. System of alliance
· European nations organized themselves into two rival groups and committed themselves to help each other in the event of war.
· This made them to act rashly knowing that they will be helped. E.g. Germany, Italy and Austria- Hungary formed triple alliance while Britain, France and Russia formed triple entente.
2. European impenalism 
· European nations were dissatisfied with their shares during the Berlin conference resulting to distrust among them. E.g. they needed additional sources of raw materials, foreign markets, outlets to invest surplus capital and to settle their surplus population.
3. Franco-Prussian war 
· France was humiliated to her defeat during the Franco-Prussian war (1970-1871) in which she lost her two mineral provinces of Alsace and dorrain to Germany.
· She therefore spoiled for war to revenge against Germany.
4. European nationalism 
· Emergency o Germany and Italy as formidable powers in Europe disrupted the existing believe of power. 
· This was worsened by a surge of nationalist aspirations of the minority states e.g. Ottoman Empire disintegrated, Belgium broke away from Holland while Norway from Sweden.
5. Arms Rice in Europe between 1900-1914
· This was competition for military supremacy among European nations and it made them to be very aggressive ready to fight at the slighted provocation. E.g. Britain constructed large battle ships called dread noughts while Germany constructed similar battleships called pinthers.
· Other European nations like France expanded their armies by consorting more service men and reserves.
6. Nationalism in Belkin region
· Major European powers quarreled for support of different nationalist at Belkin that wanted independence form Turkey and this fueled already existing political rivalry in Europe.
· E.g. During the 1st Berlin war (1912), a union of Balkwens such as Bulgeria, Serbia, Greece and Montenegro revolted against Turkey
· During the 2nd Belkin war (1913) Serbia won the war and united all serbstate sin Belkin into a single role and this threatened Austria.
7. The 1st and 2nd Moroccan crisis
This was rivalry between France and Britain against Germany over Morocco, since both had interest to invest and control morocco. E.g. during the 1st Moroccan crisis, al European nations recognized France influence in morocco and ignored Germans claims
During the 2nd Moroccan crisis Germany was appeased with part of French Congo in order not to interfere with morocco.
8. The Sarajevo assassination
· This was immediate cause of the 1st world war.
· The killing of Austria – Hungarian heir archduke France Ferdinand and his wife Sophie on 20th June 1914 at Sarajevo sparked the war.
· The killing was done by a young Serbian student called garvillo principal at Sarajevo the capital province of Bosnia.
· Austria accessed Serbia for assassination and presented her list of demands threatening to wage war if the demands were not met.
AUSTRIA’S DEMANDS AGAINST SERBIA FOLLOWING THE ASSISTANATION OF FRANZ FERDINAND.
i. An explanations for the assassination 
ii. Apologies of Serbia to Austria-Hungary 
iii. Suppression of all anti-Austria publications and organization 
iv. Participation of Austria officials in the enquiry including institutions judicial proceedings against those who committed crime.
v. Dismissal of all officials that Austria object to 
vi. Austria police t is allowed to enter Serbia territory to ensure that the demands were fulfilled.
NB: Serbia accepted to fulfill the first four demands but refuse d the 5th and 6th demands 
· She suggested that the last two demands should be handled by international court of justice at Hague in Holland for arbitration 
· On 28th July, 1914, Austria-Hungary declared war on Serbia.
TWO AUSTRIA’S DEMANDS WHICH SREBIA WAS ADAMANT TO FULFIL
1. Dismissal of all officials that Austria objected to.
2. Austria officials to enter Serbia territory to ensure that the demands were fulfilled.
Schlieffen plan 
This was a plan adopted by German’s filed marshal called Alfred Von schlieffen to attack France through the neutral Belgium then Russia
EXPLAIN THE SCHLIEFFEN PLAN
i. Schliefen plan was adopted by a German field marshal called Von schlieffen
ii. He planned for a war against France in which she was to be attacked through the neutral Belgium and then Russia
iii. Confident of schlieffen plan, Germany invaded Belgium  Luxenmberge on her way to attack France
iv. French tried to counter Germany at Alsace and Lorraine regions but failed even the British forces who came to assist France failed. 
v. When Germany were only 15 miles from Paris, the French government flee to Bordeaux
vi. Germans attacked French form the East and from wets creating vacuum in the Centre which French and British used to attack her
vii. Sensing danger, German forces drew back across river Mame.
WHY DID SCHLIEFFEN FAILED?
i. Russia mobilized her forces fatsre than expected which forced Germany to deploy her forces to the eastern front then anticipated
ii. German’s invasion of Belgium was as fast as anticipated 
iii. Britain entered the war when Germans lest expected it.
iv. German and French sides were evenly matched which German had not expected.
COURSE OF THE WAR 
The war was between rival powers in Europe i.e. tipple alliance and tipple entente
· It was fought on a two fronts i.e. west front and east front
· On western front, Germany was fighting Belgium, Britain and later USA
· Confident of the schlieffen play Germany invaded France through the neutral Belgium and attacked Paris at the province of Alsace and Lorraine.
· Germany attacked France form the west and form the east creating a vacuum in the Centre which France and Britain used to counter attack her.
· Italy joined the war to support Germany 
· The method of war was trench warfare in which each sides dug trenches reinforced with barbed wires for protection against artillery and machine gun fires
· Later, both sides used aeroplans and Germany used posing gas while Britain used tanks 
· In May 1915, German forces sensed danger and drew back across R. Marne while Italy decamped and joined allies since she was promised two Austria districts of triete and treti after the war
· Later after 1915 many nations joined either of the rival powers i.e. turkey and Bulgaria joined tipple alliance and it chensed to central power while Italy , Belgium, Serbia and Montenegro joined tipple entente and it changed to allied power or allies
· On eastern front, the war was fought in Russia and balkin
· Russia quickly mobilized her forces and attacked Austria and occupied her province of Cilicia
· Germany came to support Austria and rescued Warsaw and Poland form Russia
· Turkey joined the war and blockaded Russia
· The allies launched a Calliope Campaign with the aim to open Dardanelles to rescue Russia but failed
· The allies were almost losing the battle on the Eastern front.
· Withdrawal of Russia form the war in 1917 a serious blast to the allies and a step towards the end of the 1st world war
War at the sea
· Germany and Britain involved in naval warfare at Jutland. Where both lost many naval vessels of forces
· Britain completely uprooted Germany form the sea
· As a result, Germany declared unrestricted submarine warfare 1917 where all ships form neutral countries sight were sunk without warming just  like the enemies ships.
· The war finally ended with entrance of USA on the side of allies due to the fact that German liner sunk the British ship called Souses which was ferrying USA passengers to Europe.
· USA forces entered with great vigor and were resource – rich such that the overstretched central power couldn’t resist
· The central power began to surrender one by one i.e. Bulgaria in Sept. Turkey in Oct, austrial0hungary in Nov. while German leader was deserted by the general who fled to Holland.
· Germany finally pursued peace in 11th Nov. 1918 ad the First World War ended.
PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED BY RUSSIA IN 1917 THAT MADE HER TO WITHDRAW FORM THE WAR.
· Lack of arms 
· Insufficient food supply
· Lakc of clothing 
· Incompetent leadership 
· Poor transport and communication
REASONS WHY THE CNETRAL POWER WERE DEFEATED
1. The allies outnumbered the central power Britain, France, Russia, Italy, Belgium, Serbia Montenegro and USA
2. The allies had shrewd political leaders that central powers e.g. Wilson woodwo USA , Vitorio Orlando Italy, George clemencego France and George Lloyd Britain
3. Allies had very strong and sophisticated weapons and skilled personnel to handle them e.g. tanks, aircrafts and battled ships.
4. Allies had well trained and disciplined forces united under general Foch 
5. Allies  had more industrial and financial resources both in Europe and in over sea colonies
6. Allies controlled the N. Sea and Atlantic ocean and blockheaded the central power leading to severe food shortages for central power
7. Invasion of the neutral Belgium by Germany made the world to turn against central power 
8. Entry of USA into the war on the side of allies accelerated  the defeat of central power since US was resource rich 
9. Central power were located in central Europe surrounded by enemies form each sides
10. Political instability in Germany affected her resistance to the British 
11. Failure  of schliffen plan delayed the attack of France through the neutral Belgium leading to their defeat
12. Germany was incapacitated by her weak colleagues who kept on dropping out of the war one by one
e.g Italy decamped, turkey accepted the defeat etc
13. Towards the end of the war Germany used young in experienced soldiers
The outbreak of Spanish flue weekend the central power leading to retreat by soldiers

PEACE SETTLEMENT
· peace conference was held in Paris in 1919
· President Wilson Woodrow of USA outlined 14 principles on which peace with Germany would be based
PRINCIPLAS ON WHICH PEACE WITH GERMANY WAS TO BE BASED 
1. abolition of secret diplomacy between nations
(All diplomatic dealings with nations be made open)
2. removal of economic barriers between nations 
(free trade between nations)
3. adjustment of colonial claims in interest of all concerned people 
4. free navigation at the sea for all nations at war and at peace 
5. independence and access to the sea of Poland
6. evacuation of Serbia , Montenegro and Romania and Serbia to gain access to the sea
7. evacuation of all Russia territories by German forces 
8. restoration of independence to Belgium 
9. Restoration of freedom to France & and the return of Alsace and Lorraine to her.
10. Reduction of armament of all nations
(Disarmament of all nations)
11. Independent development to Austria – Hungary 
12. Self-government to non-Turkish people in the Turkish empire and the opening of derdannes
13. Italian frontiers to be given back 
14. Creation of association of world’s nations to preserve peace
· During peace conference , five different treaties were signed with each of the central process
· All the 5 treaties were collectively  known as Versailles treaty
· They include;:
1. Treaty of Versailles with Germany (June 1919)
2. Treaty of Germany with Austria (Sep 1919)
3. Treaty of wevilly with Bulgaria (Nov. 1990)
4. Treaty of trianon with Hungary (Jun 1920)
5. Treaty of Lausanne with Turkey (July 1923)
4 HEAD OF STATES WHO CHAMPIONED THE PARIS CONFERENCE FOR VERSAILLES TREATY 
They include
1. Wilson woodwow US President
2. Lloyd George – British prime minister 
3. Clemenceau George French prime minister 
4. Orlando Vittorio – Italian prime minister 
TERMS /RESULLTS OF VERSAILLES TREATY 
1. It declared Germany as solely responsible for the first word war and forced her to pay for war damage worth sterling pound 6.6 million 
2. Germany had to surrender all her over seal colonies to be under the super vision of the league of nation.
3. Germany lost her European colonies of Alsace and Loraine to France and saa valley to the league of nations
4. Germany were restricted to an army of 100,000 men and her equipment were limited
5. The city of danzng became free under the jurisdiction of the league of nation
6. Germany was  required to release all the allied powers prisoners of war 
7. All German forces in the west of R, Rhine were to be withdrawn 
8. Germany had to surrender the territory of Poland which she had acquired.
9. Some new states emerged in Europe e.g. Czechlovakkia, Finland, lartoria and Lithuania became independent form Russia
10. Bosnia , matia and hezegoria became part of Yugoslavia 
11. Austria remained independent while Italy acquired Austria 
12. It proposed formation of the league of nation to prevent occurrence of another world war.
FAILURES /WEAKNESS OF VERSAILLES TREATY 
1. It humiliated Germany since she was not only blamed for the cause for the war but also charged heavily for it.
2. Interest for colonial people were ignored the European and the oversea colonies of Germany were given to France and Britain 
3. Interest of minorities in Europe were inadequately  catered for by allies e.g. Austria was forbidden form merging with Germany
4. Raw deal was played against Italy by allied since she was given Austria only (British and France got the lions shares)
REASONS WHY USA REMAINED NEUTRAL IN THE WOLRD WAR FARES UP TO 1917 
1. Up to 1917, the war had not directly interfered with US interest
2. Due to Mwiwe doctrine of isolation which forbade her form indulging into European affairs 
3. She feared civil war in her soil since she had many Europeans of Germany origin
TWO MAJOR EVENTS THAT MADE 1917 THE DECISIVE YEAR FOR THE END OF THE 1ST WORLD WAR
1. Withdrawal of Russia form the war due to great Russian revolution (Bolshevik revolution)
2. Entry of USA into the war  on the side of the allies since she was  resource rich 
REASONS THAT COMPELLED USA TO JOIN THE FIRST WORLD WAR 
1. She was persuaded and convened by friends and relatives in French e.d Britain to join the allies
2. USA congress voted in favour of declaring  war against the central power 
3. The sinking of British ship Sussex which carried US passenger to European by German liner
4. Secret telegram by the German foreign minister Arther Zimmerman to German embassy in Mexico urging Mexico to attack US vicase she joined the allies
5. USA , France and Britain had financial and industrial undertakings such that the defeat of allies could have caused her great loss
6. USA linked her industrial sabotage blasts to Germans and thereof mistrusted her.
RESULST OF THE FIRST WORLD WAR 
The war had both social economic and political impacts such as;
SOCIAL IMPACT
1. Led to massive loss of human lives both civilians and soldiers i.e. about 13,000 people perished
2. Displacement of people leaving to refugee problem in Europe
3. Caused misery and suffering as many children were orphaned and many families separated
4. Led to starvation due to food shortages thus many counties depended on food aid from other countries.
5. Soldiers contracted and spread diseases such as sexually transmitted diseases , influenza and Spanish flue
6. The art of surgery advanced due to many injuries
7. Women began to work due to high demand of manpower leading to gender equality in Europe
ECONOMIC IMPACTS
1. The war was costly since a lot of money was spent in the war to buy arms
2. Property of great value was destroyed I villages , industries , firms etc
3. Led to strained economy due to disruption of economic activities leading to great depression
4. Improved transport network as the use of aeroplanes and vehicles became widespread in Europe
5. It weakened European economic domination of the rest of the world leading to huge world debts.
POLITICAL IMPACTS 
1. Led to alteration of boundaries of Europe due to emergence of new states such as Poland, Hungary , Yugoslavia and Czech Slovakia.
2. It undermined the existence of greater Turkey since parts of  its empire were granted independence
3. USA emerged as the leading world power due to its victory over the central power
4. Size of Germany was reduced by 1/8 of her population e.g. France gained her lost provinces of Lorraine and Alsice form Germany.
5. Germany and her allies lost in the war and were forced to pay for war damages besides losing their colonies
6. It led to anarchy which led to emergence of dictators like Benito Mussoloni of Italy, Adolf Hittler of Germany.
7. It led to the rise of nationalism in Africa due to the return of ex-service men of the 1st world war
8. It led to emergence of communism in Russia which hastened the collapse of Tsarist regime.
9. It led to the creation of the League of Nations as international organization to maintain international peace and security.

· Its and international organization formed after the First World War to promote peace and security in the world.
Formation 
· It has its headquarters in Geneve in Switzerland
· It was formed in the 19th Century to prevent the occurrence of another world bar.

· These are a list for rules which the league was to operate. they include;

4. To curb and central aggressions through economic actions rather than military action.
5. To provide a forum on which member states discuss matters on international armaments, research and human labour

2. The Council
· It comprised of the permanent and non-permanent members 
· Permanent members were five i.e Britain, France, USA, Italy and japan 
· Non – permanent members were four but increased to 9 by 1926
· The non-permanent members served for a term of three years 
· It met three times annually.

ii. Implementing recommendation of the assembly
iii. Dealt with any issue that affected global peace

· It was made up of the secretary general and his staff

· Concerned with day to day winning of the activities of the league
· The 1st secretary general of the league was sir-Eric Drummond of Britain 1919-1933

Its headquarter is based at Hague in Holland / Netherlands
Comprised of 11 judges and 4 deputy judges form different nations.
They serve for a term of 9 years

iii. Gave judicial advice to the assembly and council on international disputes

Ways in which international labour organization improved condition of workers in europe after the 1st world war.
· It established a fixed maximum working hours per day and week
· It specified adequate minimum wages
· Sickness and unemployment benefits were introduced 
· Old age pension schemes were enacted.
Achievement of the League of Nations
1. It settled several interstate disputes peacefully e.g. between turkey and Iraq over monsul area etc.
2. Enforced the control of private manufacture and sale of lethal arms
3. Ensured the signing of various peace pacts to promote security e.g locano treaty 1925 and Kellog – Brid pact 1928.
4. It supervised the mandate territories e.g Togo, Tanganyika, Namibia, Cameroon
ACIHEVEMENTS OF THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS
1. Ensured international peace and security through permanent court of justice.
2. It established  international health organization which helped it contribute global epidemics
3. It set up international labour organization which improved welfare of workers and enforced labour laws
4. It provided relief services to affect areas such as diseases famine  zones , refugees etc
5. It helped to reduce the sale of lethal drugs 
6. It supervised the mandate territories successfully e.g. deanzing city, sea valley, togo, Tanganyika, Namibia and Cameroon
7. It settled several disputes between the member states e.g. Finland and turkey over arkands island
Iran and turkey over monsol area
Germany and Polland over upper Silesia
8. It ensured the signing of various peace pacts to promote security. E.g.
· Income treaty 1925
· Kellog busaid pact 1925 
9. It quelled the war between Bulgeria and Greece in 1925
10. It helped in economic reconstruction of European countries e.g. Austria 
11. It helped to regulate private manufacture and sale of lethal arms.
WEAKNESSES/ FAILURES OF THE LEAGUE OF NATION
1. It had inadequate funds to implement its program
2. It filled to stop  aggression as aggressive nations were  only condemned and sidelined
3. Smaller nations accused the bigger nations for dominating the league e.g .  vanquished accused the victors 
4. Some major peace like USA refused to support the organization 
5. The league was not comprehensive enough is several major pressers remained outside it. E.g.
· USA declined to be a member
· Germany was not allowed to join it until 1926 when Russia became a member
· Some major passers withdraw from the league such as Germany and Italy.
6. League licked international police force to enforce its decision as it depended upon members good will 
7. It failed to stop re-armament completely e.g. Germany under Hitler.
8. It was undermined by nationalism as nations followed their   interest instead of global interests
9. Many governments were held back by timidity, routine and prejudices e.g. Britain and France adopted appeasement policy towards the rising dictators  e.g. Italy, Germany and japan
THE 2ND WORLD WAR (1939-1945)
The following were causes of the 2nd world war
1. Hitler’s ambition 
2. Violation of Versailles treaty 
3. Nationalism in Europe
4. Economic problems 
5. The rise of dictatorship 
6. Arm race in Europe
7. Failures of the league of nations
8. Policy of appeasement 
9. System of alliances
10. Territorial violations

1. Hitler’s ambition 
Hitler’s dream was to restore German’s dominance in Europe by asserting her hegemony over th smaller and weaker nations
2. Violation of Versailles treaty 
Germany blamed Versailles treaty for all her problems and violated it by adopting aggressive policies and re-arming herself.
3. Nationalism in Europe
It hindered international cooperation as nations were occupied with solving their own domestic affairs instead of global affairs
4. Economic problems
Economic depression of 1930s caused problems such as unemployment, inflation , inadequate food and raw materials, unfavorable terms of trade and balance of payment
5. The rise dictatorship in Europe
Dictators in Europe overthrew democratic governments, re-armed themselves and aggressively attacked other nations
e.g. Adolf Hitler of Germany 
Benito mussolonic of Italy 
General Franco of Spain 
Joseph Sterlin of Russia etc
6. System of alliances
Nationals in Europe form two rival groups and this fueled aggression and suspicion among them leading to wars e.g. central passer formed Berline –Rome axis against the allied power.
7. Arm race in Europe 
Increased armament among European nations made them to be more aggressive resulting into wars e.g. Germany re-armed herself and consulted more men into the army.
8. Failure of the league of nations
The league failed to stop the growing millenarianism and re-armament of Germany and Italy. E.g
· Germany invaded Rhineland
· Italy invaded Ethiopia
· Japan invaded Chinese Manchuria
· Germany united with Austria Nazi party 
· USA refused to join the league
· Other nations were less committed to the leagues convections.
9. Policy of appeasement
This was adopted by Britain and France to give in to the demands of the aggressors without opposing them instead, they took advantage and became more aggressive and invaded the Far East.
10. Territorial violation 
This was the immediate cause of the war, Germany under Hitler invaded Poland and Belgium in 1939, Britain and France declared war on Germany.

THE COURSE OF THE WAR
· It was a war between two rival group in Europe i.e. allied power and berlin – room axis
· It was fought in three continents i.e. Europe , Asia and Africa
· In Europe it was fought in two fronts e.g. western and eastern fronts , in western front on 1st Sept. 1939, Germany invaded Poland and Belgium , France and Britain joined the war on the side of beligium
· Germany bombed Britain cities at  nights and went further to attack USSR in winter.
· Japan joined the war on the side of Germany and attacked American fleet at Pearl Harbour in Hawaii
· USA and china joined the war on the side of allied power and they fought at pacific and Atlantic oceans.
· The allied power invaded and overthrew Italian mussolonic government and liberated France
·  As the allied power advanced their war on German, Hitler served danger and committed suicide on 30th April 1945 and the war ended in the west.
· In Africa Italy and Germany attacked Egypt at the battle of El Alamein when at the verge of success, they were defeated by the Allied Power.
· In the Eastern front the war was very advanced and expensive since the allied power bombed Japanese using bombs from USA.
· On 6th 1946, the 1st atomic bomb was drpped at Japanese city of Hiroshima with devastating result7s but japan did not surrender.
· Three days later a second bomb was dropped at Japanese city of Nagasaki killing 10,000 people, japan surrendered and it marked the end o the 2nd world war.

ROLE PLAYED BY USA  IN ENDING THE 2ND WORLD WAR
1. She provided modern military equipment to allied forces
2. She gave financial support to allied power
3. She provided military personnel to the allied power
4. Her citizens morally supported the allied power
5. She blockaded panama canal against the axis power 
6. She provided basic necessities to the allied power e.g. food , cloths 
7. She dropped the atomic bomb at Hiroshima and Nagasaki which forced japan to surrender thus ending the 2nd WW.
REAONS FOR THE DEFEAT OF THE AXIS POWER
1. The allied power had many supporters, large army and many reserves than the Axis power.
2. The allied power had superior and sophicated weapons than the axis power
3. The allied power had great financial and industrial resources since they controlled most of the seas.
4. The allied forces controlled north Germany thereby blockaded her 
5. Some German’s allies like Italy turned against her thus wreaked the Axis power.
6. USSR recovered from her losses, rearmed herself and attacked Germany 
7. USA’s entry into the war as the side of the allies boosted then worth resources and military power 
8. German’s forces were overstretched by fighting wars in any fronts 
9. German  was unable to effectively control her expensive territories as some turned against her and supported the allies
10. The axis power made tactical mistakes that were too costly e.g.
· Hitler instead of manufacturing air crafts concentrate din production of V-rockets 
· Hitler failed to hit the Russian winter campaign which badly exposed his troops in Normandy 
THE RESULTS OF BOMBING HIROSHIMA AND NMAGASAKI
· Led to massive death of human lives
· Destruction of property of great value 
· Disruption for economic activities leading to famine and starvation 
· Misery and suffering of many both psychologically and physically 
· Radioactive rays caused genetic problems in Japan e.g deformity of bones
· Japanese surrendered unconditionally marking the end of the war
RESULTS OF THE 2ND WORLD WAR POLITICAL RESULTS
1. Alteration of balance  of power in Europe with emergence of  USA and USSR as the world’s super powers 
2. Emergence of iron certain policy due to division of Europe into two opposing blocks e.g. eastern and western blocs
3. Led to ideological differences between USA and USSR accompanied by arms race between them resulting to cold war.
4. Domination of Eastern Europe by USSR and western Europe by USA as each tried to spread   her ideology 
5. Formation fo UNO (in 1945) to promote world peace security and cooperation 
6. It led to division of Germany into east and west Germany and her capital into west And East Berline
7. It led to creation of state of Israel to settle the Jews scattered due to Nai persecutions.
8. The war increased USA ‘s involvement into European affairs through the marshal plan 
9. It led to production of lethal nuclear weapons for global destruction e.g. bombs dropped in Japan caused genetically problems long after the war.
10. It led to the rise of nationalism in other parts of the world due to the return of ex-service men who agitated for independence
ECONOMIC RESULTS 
1. The war was costly as it stored the rate of economic development due to depletion for the enations resources
2. Destruction of property of great value through bombing e.g. industries, villages, town’s infrastructure etc.
3. Widespread famine and starvation use to disruption of economic activates e.g. agriculture and trade
4. Widespread unemployment as the demoralized ex-service men and prisoners of her increased demand for jobs.
5. Stimulated developments in engineering that revolutionary’s industrialization e.g construction of bridges, roads, railways and airports.
6.  It witnessed formation of European economic co-operations to foster economic recovery e.g. European economic community 1957.
7. Increased depending of the colonies by the European powers for supply of raw materials and markets for their manufactured goods.
8. It led to a heavy world debt as countries involved depleted their resources forcing them to look for alternative sources of finance elsewhere.
SOCIAL IMPACTS 
1. Massive loss of human lives both civilians and soldiers ie about 40,000000 people , many injured and maimed
2. Widespread suffering and misery among the displaced people leading to refugee crisis in the world
3. Displacement for people as many were forced to more form their settlement areas to their original homelands e.g. Gerna speaking in Hungary, Romania and Czechoslovakia to W. Germany
4. Led to the spread of infectious and venereal diseases such as tuberculosis and syphilis
5. The art of surgery developed to curb many injuries and disabilities in war victims
6. The war left bitter feelings and mistrust among countries which fought e.g. the fell of dictatorship in Germany and Italy 
7. Emergence of a new kind of lifestyle among Londoners as they camped in subways whenever Germans bombs fell
8. The bombs released radioactive substances in japan that led to genetically problems long after the war.
9. Discovery of DDT that destroyed disease spreading inscets of solpher and penicilia drugs to figt infections
