A MOVEMENT WHICH AIMS AT THE UNITY OF ALL PPLE OF AFRICAN DESCENT ALL OVER THE WORLD

ORIGIN OF PAN AFRICANISM
· -ASSOCIATED WITH TRANSATLANTIC SLAVE TRADE
· -SLAVES SHIPPED FROM WEST AFRICA ACROSS THE ATLANTIC OCEAN TO THE NEW LANDS-N.AMERICA,S.AMERICA,CENTRAL AMERICA AND THE CARREBIANS.
· -SLAVES WERE GREATLY MISTREATED e.g.
· 1THEY LOST FREEDOM TO SLAVERY
· 2WERE FORCEFULLY MOVED FROM THE COMFORT OF THEIR FAMILIES
· 3SIBLINGS WERE SHARED OUT AMONG MERCHANTS
· 3 VIOLENCE DURING CAPTURE-INJURIES,LOSS OF PROPERTY AND LIFE.
· 4 TRAUMATISING LONG MARCH TO THE COAST
· 5 PARADING,NAMING AND BRANDING AFTER BIDDING

THE ILLS OF COLONIAL PERIOD IN AFRICA.
· -forced  labour  -  belgium  congo ,cutting of limbs to collect wild rubber.
· -land alienation
· -taxation-hut,  breast, poll 
· -poor wages
· -Racial segregation
· -Corporal punishment
· -rape and murder.
· -african Americans after acquiring western education led other Africans against oppression and economic exploitation.
· -they joined all Africans of Anglophone and francophone countries.
Aims of pan africanism
· -to unite all pple of African origin in the struggle for emancipation.
· -to challenge the ideology of white supremercy.i.e. Victorian ideology
· -to improve African conditions in the diaspora and the African continent
· -to restore the dignity of black africans
· -to create a forum through which European colonialism and racial segregation can be challenged.
· To fight neocolonialism
Key pan African African Americans
· -Dr martin Delaney—africa for Africans
· -alexander cramwel
· -Bishop james Johnson
· -wilmot blyden
· -bishop turner
· -mercus moziah gurvey
· -william edward burghardt dubois
· -booket t washingtone
· -george padmore
· -Dr kwame Nkrumah
· -leopold sedar sengor of Senegal
Mercus moziah garvey
· -born in west indies island of Jamaica in 1887 from a family of freed slaves.
· -was deeply dark in complexion
· -experienced colour discrimination as a young man even from the mullatoes
· -mullatoes were the elites in the bureaucracy of Jamaica;
· Gvt officers
· Merchants
· Clergy
· Other professionals
· -dark pple formed the despised masses of domestic servants and plantation workers travelled to central,south America ,Britain and finally to Britain where he saw the suffering of black Africans.
· -in England he met duse Mohamed ali-the auther of a magazine called the African times and the orient
· -mohamed encouraged him to lead the fight for African liberation.
· -he also visited the british museum where he read widely the bible and William Shakespeare.
· -he developed his philosophy of pan africanism in the usa
· His philosophy emphasized pride in the African blackness and cultural heritage
· -he founded the negro empire in the 1920
· -organized the black convention in 1924 to economically empower the blacks
· -he launched the universal Negro improvement association [UNEA]
-objectives of UNIA at HARLEM
· -to create universal fraternity among black pple
· -to assist uplift the civilization of black pple
· -to establish a central nation for black pple
· -to establish academies for black children
· -to promote African culture
· -he used his eloquence and oratory skills to rally blacks behind him
· -he founded a journal called the negro world published in English, Spanish and French.
· -He founded African orthodox church under black patriarch bishop-which practiced one Africa, one god, one aim, one destiny.
· -he urged his followers to reject white gods
· -he advocated for return to Africa hence Europe for Europeans, Africa for Africans e.g. Liberia.
· --believed in African economic empowerment before freedom
· -mobilized funds to start black businesses e.g. black star line shipping company with three ships, it later collapsed due to poor management and lack of capital.
· -being critical, he was hunted, arrested, tried and convicted of fraud
· -sentenced to 5 yrs in prison
· -pardoned after two yrs and repatriated to Jamaica where he died in 1940.
· -remembered for championing pride in blackness with slogans like “black is beautiful.”
Booker t washingtone
· -he played a key role in promoting African education
· -born in 1856 in southern USA in a poor slave family
· -managed to raise school fees and proceeded to Hampton institute where he acquired university degree in agriculture
· -he started the Tuskegee institute in Alabama where he was the principal
· -the school became a model industrial institute for training blacks in agricultural and industrial skills
· -he cultivated the skill of cooperation in order to win the whites
· -his policy of accommodation was criticized by colleagues like web du bois who believed that blacks must fight to win acceptance
· -he won the help of successful whites like Andrew Carnegie and founded the national negro business league to teach business development.
· -he believed in wealth attainment to equal the whites
· -remembered for his support on black education coz Europeans supported him
· -died in 1915 but the Tuskegee institute became a model for many African Americans.
William Edward burghardt du bois
· -was an excellent scholar
· -he was professor of history, economics, sociology and journalism
· -born in great baring tone in massecheussets in 23.02.1868
· got elementary and secondary education through scholarship
· -went to fisk university and then to Harvard
· -became the 1st black to get PhD hence a great source of inspiration to many Africans
· -he disagreed with booker t Washington on strategy.
· He established Niagara movement to protest racial segregation
· -he maintained that capable Africans should be allowed to attain higher education like Europeans. He referred such talented Africans as talented tenth.
· -he glorified gurveys African culture and formed pan negro movement
· -among the people who in 1900 formed the national association for t5he advancement of colored people (NAACP)
· -his greatest contribution was the organizing of the 1900-1945 pan African conferences.
· -he fought slavery, colonialism and repression of the Africans
· -was the chairman of the 1945 pan African conference at Manchester with George padmore and Dr kwame Nkrumah as joint secretaries
· -this meeting demanded political independence for Africa
· -was invited by kwame Nkrumah of Ghana in 1961 where he compiled an encyclopedia Africana-for black pple
· -died in 1963 as a Ghanaian citizen.
Pan African conferences 1900-1945
· -1897-black leaders in London formed the African association; for Africans and African Americans; to unite blacks and promote their welfare in the face of rising hostility. it organized the pan African conference of 1900.
· -1900-pan African conference of 1900; at the Westminster town hall London on 23/25-7-1900;attracted 32 participants from Africa, USA, Canada, west indies, Britain.; the pioneer conference; benefitted from Sylvester Williams a barrister from Trinidad who coined the word pan africanism.
Objectives of pan africanism
· 1]to unite pple of African origin all over the world
· 2]to appeal to an end to colonialism and exploitation in Africa
· 3]to establish more friendly relations btn the Africans and Europeans
· 4]to initiate a movement for securing the full rights of Africans and promote their economic interests
Agendas/issues of the meeting
· -living conditions of various Africans all over the world
· -human rights violation against blacks in south Africa
· -racial discrimination against Africans all over the world
-the conference sent a memorandum to the queen of England demanding respect for black pple esp. in the British empire next meeting  took 2 decades to happen.
2nd pan African conference in 1919
· -took place after ww1 in Paris
· -coincided with Paris peace conferences
· -in 1918,du bois had been sent by NAACP to fulfill two objectives
· -to investigate allegations that African troops in France during world war experienced racial segregation
· -to represent the interest of the black pple at the impending peace conference after ww1
· -the meeting got the assistance of Blaise Diagne an African assimile from Senegal whom the French authorities respected
· -the meeting attracted 50 participants 12 of which were from Africa
Resolutions
· -the need for an international law to protect the Africans
· -the land in Africa be held in trust for the Africans
· -that exploitation of Africans be stopped
· -that slavery and capital punishment be stopped
· -Africans should enjoy the right to education
3rd pan African conference 1923
· -held in London and Lisbon
· -attracted mainly Africans in the Diaspora USA and Europe
· -resolution echoed those of 1919
4th pan African conference 1927
· -convened in newyork
· -mainly attended by African Americans
· -sponsors were mainly European philanthropists
5th pan African conference 1945 at Manchester
· -coincided with the end of ww2
· -ex ww2 soldiers now became more nationalistic in their approach
· -many were inspired by clause 3 of the Atlantic charter of 1941 which stated that USA and British governments would respect the rights of pple to choose the form of government under which to live.
· -Winston Churchill pronouncement that clause three is not applicable to Africa further strengthened the African resolve.
· -the liberation of Ethiopia with British led but largely African force in 1941 also inspired many pan africanists.
· -it attracted 90 delegates and 11 observers.
Uniqueness of the 5th pan African Manchester conference of 1945
· -it was dominated by Africans from Africa unlike former ones except du bois and padmore.
· -representatives of white philanthropic organizations were absent, neither did they finance the  congress.
· -many African trade unions were represented e.g. Sierra Leone, Nigeria, gold coast, Gambia.
· -most of the west indies were represented
-du bois was the president of the conference while Nkrumah and padmore were joint secretaries.
-prominent delegates from Africa were-
· -obafemo awolowo of nigeria
· -kwame nkhrumah of Ghana
· -jomo Kenyatta of Kenya
· -hastings kamuzu banda of Malawi
· -peter Abrahams of s.africa
Resolutions of the conference
· -Africans should concentrate on winning political power by through non violent means
· -African intellectuals should mobilize the masses to fight for liberation
· -plea for African unity
· -demanded for political independence and condemned artificial boundaries imposed by colonial gvts

· -Key figures in this meeting came back and led liberation movements at home
· -it marked a key turning point in the growth of pan africanism since Africans now became more involved in the movement eg
	-kwame Nkrumah started WANS-west African national secretariat in 1945 in England.
· -it acted as a regional body for pan African federation
· -to promote unity in west Africa
· -to work closely with other pan African federations like
· -rastafari mackonen of Ethiopia
· George padmore of Trinidad
-This inspired the youth in Africa.
Roles of kwame nkuruma in pan African movement
· -born 21/9/1909
· -given the name kwame because he was born on Saturday according to the customs of his pple
· -bred in a polygamous family from away gold smith father hence reared by the mother
· -enrolled in elementary education at a roman catholic mission
· -converted to Christianity and given the name francis
· -engaged as student teacher at age 16 being very bright
· -joined achimota college for teacher training
· -met influential African intellectuals like
· -Dr kweggir Aggrey
· -Dr Nnamdi Azikiwe.
· -Dr Aggrey can only be compared to booker t Washington of the Tuskegee fame
· -he was the first black member of staff at achimota college and was instrumental in promoting African education
· -he introduced Nkrumah to ideas of leading Africans like web du bois and Marcus Moziah Garvey on African identity and personality
· -Dr Nnamdi Azikiwe [zik] was a Nigerian editor of the journal the African morning post during Nkrumah’s achimota college days.
· He became the first Nigerian president.
· Used his skill in journalism to inspire African nationalism.
· He inspired Nkrumah to go for further studies in the U.S.A.
· He arrived in USA 1935 and graduated with bachelors degree in economics and sociology in 1939 Lincoln university of Pennsylvania.
· He stayed to pursue theology and master’s in education.
· he read many works of philosophy e.g. Hegel, René Descartes, Emanuel Kant and Carl Marx   
· -he became a socialist in the USA and labeled the lenin of Africa
· -became the leader of African students in the USA
· -later went to London and got a degree in law and participated as a joint secretary of 1945 pan African conference
· -he launched wans to free French and British colonies
· -hosted all pan African pples conference an Accra
· -supported guineas leader sekou toure with loans following the withdrawal of French
· -he aided Patrice Lumumba in drc where the west were encouraging some pple to secede
· -he was overthrown in 1966 and died in exile in 1972 in Bucharest Romania where he had gone for cancer treatment. 
Why pan africanism was more active in Africa after 1945 end of ww2  
· -ww2 strengthened nationalism in Africa supported by UNO,USA.
· -it brought Africans together eg- Kenyatta, Nkrumah ,Banda ,Sengor
· -India’s independence in 1947 and Burma [Myanmar] 1048 encouraged many
· -cold war made America to control the activities of African Americans like padmore
· -Ghana’s independence in 1957 led to focus for liberation
Achievements of pan Africanism
· -sense of unity for Africans
· -laid basis for research on African culture ,literature, history, music, ,medicine and arts
· -helped advance African nationalism
· -restored dignity and confidence of Africans on blackness
· -laid commitment to African issues e.g. black caucus of USA prevailed on the issue of apartheid in south Africa
· -became the forerunner of OAU and AU
· -condemned Benito Mussolini’s attack on Ethiopia in 1935 by protests in towns like newyork, London, Brussels and Paris.
Challenges that faced pan africanism
· -strategy disagreement on the welfare improvements among leaders
· -European groups fought their activities e.g. gurveys imprisonment
· -colonialism prevented many Africans from participating
· -shortage of funds
· -illiteracy and ignorance
· -restrictions to Africans after independence in 1960 e.g. absence of African Americans
· -ideological differences after independence e.g. radicals vs. conservatives, Anglophones and francophone
· -European dominated media watered down their activities
