v. Christian teachings recommend the limitation of leisure to morally upright activities that please God, which enhance God-given talents such as swimming, singing, drama, etc, which relax the mind and are fulfilling. (1Cor. 10:31; Phil. 4:8)
vi. Christians should condemn the use of alcohol and other drugs which lead to addiction and other dangers.
