(b) Describe the political organization of the Akamba during the pre-colonial period	(10 marks)
(i) The political organization begun at family level/Musyi headed by a father
(ii) They had a decentralized system of government based on the clan.
(iii) The basic political unit was the clan comprising of related families.
(iv) Each clan was administered by a council of elders, whose functions included maintaining law and order, judging and leading in religious functions.
(v) They were grouped into various age grades and age sets such as junior elders(Anake), Intermediate/medium elders(Nthele),Full elders(Atumia ma Kivalo) and Senior most elders(Atumia ma Ithembo).
(vi) They also had a larger territorial unit above the clan called Kivalo led by
senior elders and was always revered for their wisdom. They led the community in religious functions and ceremonies.
(vii) They had specialists like medicine people who played political roles
(viii) They had a class of warriors who defended the community from external attacks
(ix) In the 19th century, certain personalities acquired political status and were referred as chiefs following amassing of wealth from trade.

(i) The decline of the Indian Ocean trade denied them revenue to support their administrative activities
(ii) Portuguese officials were corrupt and embezzled administrative funds
(iii) Portuguese officers were cruel / ruthless to the Africans and Arabs who resented them and therefore did not co-operate

(iii) Pressure from the Churches, civil society, lawyers and intellectuals.
(iv) Failure by the government to adopt all recommendations forwarded by the public to the Saitoti Review Commission of 1990 intensified agitation for multi partism/recommendations of Saitoti Review Commission of 1990.
(v) The repealing of section 2(a) of the constitution allowing many parties to be formed like Forum For the Restoration of Democracy (FORD),
