i. Overcrowding /congestion due to increased prisoners
ii. Poor living conditions of the prisoners/poor sanitation.
iii. Outbreak of diseases due to congestion- cholera,HIV/AIDS
iv. Mistreatment of prisoners by prison warders e.g  some are killed as they attempt to escape.
v. Inadequate basic needs – food, beddings and clothing (uniform)
vi. Inadequate trained personnel to counsel prisoners who abuse drugs.
vii. Lack of enough capital/ finance – to train prisoners in vocational skills
viii. Corruption by those in power/prison warders e.g nepotism, favourism, cover-ups and even bribery.
ix. Poor living and working conditions for the prison warders -poor housing and low wages.

i. There is mutual respect in performance/ exercising their power.
ii. They assist /consult /support as appropriate

(b). Explain six challenges faced by the county Governments in Kenya. (12marks)
i. High population in some counties making it difficult in the provision of quality services
ii. Poor transport and communication network hinders movement of goods/services
iii. Inadequate resources make it difficult for counties to generate enough revenue for development/ inadequate funds.
iv. Rivalry /wrangling among leaders in the counties undermines the governments operation
v. Inadequate skilled personnel in some departments hampers provision of services
vi. Corruption/embezzlement /misuse of devolved funds slows development in the counties
vii. Delay in remittance of funds to the counties by the National Government hampers the smooth running of the Governments.
viii. Natural calamities in some counties lead to diversion of some resources to address the emergencies e.g floods.
ix. Duplication of roles in the county causes conflict between the personnel of the two levels of the government
x. Interference in their work by the National Government
xi. Cross-county planning and development-some resources e.g water and forest may be serving more than one county- there may  bring conflicts between counties
xii. Structural overlaps- management of cities and urban areas differs from that of rural areas with more services directed to cities and urban centres.
