· The entire Jewish community gathered in the public square in Jerusalem

· Ezra was asked to read the law to the people 

· The people performed the ritual gestures of raising and lowering they heads and bodies as a sign of repentance. 

· They re-enacted the feast of both shelters and dwelt in Makeshift huts. 

· They had a national day of confession in which they fasted and put on sack cloths as a sign of repentance.

· They separated themselves from foreigners 

· Ezra led the people in prayer of confession in which he recounted God’s love and faithfulness to his promises. 

· The covenant was sealed through signing of the agreement by the leaders who included Nehemiah, the princes, priests and Levites. 

· The people promised to live in accordance with the Mosaic Law and carry out its demands. 

· Community leaders were settled in Jerusalem to safeguard it against external attackers.

· Nehemiah kept a record of leaders who took residence in Jerusalem.

Why Nehemiah carried out religious reforms in Judah


· To preserve the identity of the Jews as people of God. 

· To separate the Jews from foreign influence 

· To purify the temple that had been defiled by keeping a foreigner. 

· To reinstate the services of the Levites as priests of the temple. 

· To restore the tithing system that had been forgotten for  the upkeep of the  temple

· To ensure that he Sabbath day was free from business activities.

Express the traditional African belief in life after death. 


· Initiation was ordained by the ancestors and therefore practicing the rite is showing obedience to the ancestors 

· Rejection of the rite of initiation may lead to punishment from the ancestors 

· In some communities a person cannot be buried before circumcision if he is a grown up for fear of him being rejected in the spirit world. 

· The shedding of blood during initiation binds the living and the dead. 

· It is only after initiation that a person is allowed to procreate so that after death there will be off springs to inherit him / remember him. 

· Initiation songs depict past heroes and ancestors who withstood the operation without fear.  

· The herbs used in the wound are said to belong to the ancestors who 

· Polishing of libation is to please the ancestors and welcome them to participate in  the initiation ceremonies 

· Prayers are made through the ancestors for protection and for reception of blessings on the initiates. 

· Sacrifices and offerings are made to the ancestors on behalf of the initiates. 

· All members of the community participate in the initiation ceremony (the living, the dead and the unborn). 

· The initiate are told stories of the ancestors so that they can emulate them. 

· Initiation is a stage closer to death which leads to life after death where they will meet the ancestors.

· Ancestors are consulted before initiation takes place 

· In some communities initiates acquire names of ancestors after initiation to honor them. 

· The end of seclusion symbolizes death into childhood and rise to new life into adulthood. 


b)
Ways in which ceremonies conducted during death stress the importance of solidarity in traditional African communities. 



(7mks)

· Death disrupts communal life. It is viewed as an enemy and so people come together to face a common enemy. 

· Death is a destructive element which causes loss of life and sorrow so people come together to express their grief and give each other moral support in a difficult time. 

· Relatives and friends come together to console each other. 

· The people help in sharing duties and meeting funeral expenses such as feeding of mourners who have come from far. 

· Prayers and sacrifices are made so as to protect the community and people and ask the ancestors to accept the dead in the world of spirits. 

· Specialists are consulted so as to weld off dangers and imminence death to the community. 

· Members of the bereaved family go through a shaving ceremony 

· Death bring the memory of the ancestors to the living thus bringing the living, the dead and the living together. 

· Relatives gather together to attend the burial ceremony to bid farewell to the separated. 

· Death brings reconciliation to the community. 

· The treatment of the  body  before burial such as washing, anointing and dressing shows that the living are ready to continue caring for the departed. 

· In some communities married relatives of the dead person are required to come together to recreate the dead person

· Funeral ceremonies are a communal affair 

· Wife inheritance is carried out by some communities to raise children for departed husband.
